Music Nights

Jeffrey proposed a temporary stage made up of pallets and a frame, which could then be dismantled after performances. Jeffrey would invite outside performers through his own contacts, as well as ask those of us within cohousing who are musically inclined, and thought that musicians would be likely to bring their own gear. It would be a casual, fun evening, with no payment involved, and the performers would be invited to join the shared meal beforehand.
The commonhouse group thought this sounded like a good initiative to put into action, and at least trial to see how it went. Jeffrey is going to get in touch with the performers he knows to get things going.
Sound boards:
We decided to paint the yellow skirting blue, to camouflage it against the soundboards. Sara picked up the correct colour and Anna and Sander made progress on this, before we put up a few more soundboards. This huge job is almost done – we will need one more session to complete it (along with one if not two ladders to reach up to the highest corner).
