NOTES FOR TOIORA COHOUSING AGREEMENT v3.6

Throughout the current draft Agreement:
Text that is highlighted yellow was discussed as a group, and the text is an attempt at coalescing all thoughts and opinions.
Text that is highlighted in purple is mostly my, or a contributor’s, ideas that are intended to enhance/clarify the meaning – but hasn’t yet been discussed by the group at large.
Both ‘colours’ will be first up for discussion at our meeting on the afternoon of 30 January, as well as proceeding from the green line.
Page 2:  
Have included the word koha here as it is closer to our intention than either ‘gift’ or ’obligation’.  ‘Koha’ - incorporates reciprocality; is appropriate to both the giver’s and the receiver’s circumstances; is a personal expression of gratitude.
Page 3:  
As well as members with current pets, there is more than one member who has long intended to have a pet, but their current circumstances don’t allow this.
It’s difficult to balance the wording to cover the expectation that members will contribute time and energy to the running of common facilities, and at the same time, recognising that a member may have different ability (in the widest sense) to contribute freely.  So the focus here is to consider the work that needs to be done, and divide that between members. The quantity ‘one hour/week/adult member’ is a guess – we have no idea right now, what that figure will be in the first month or year or in following years. Future open and honest discussion around this should lead to harmony.  
Similarly, the purpose of recording a log of work done is not to expose a mean-spirited freeloader (that will be seen anyway, and can be dealt with by other means), but to be able to quantify how much of each kind of task is contributed. Then, for e.g. if someone who contributes, say, 3 hrs/week to office tasks leaves, then the community knows exactly how much/what type of contribution to find to fill the gap.
Page 4:   
Clarifying that the EV charging spaces are not parking spaces, but for active charging only. It’s likely that members’ driving habits will become known over time – some EV owners may need to charge over night, but not need any parking during a week day, for example.
Page 5: 
Quote from Friedrich Dűrrenmatt included as it seemed apt.

‘Common Development Fund’ term included in The Group and two Work Groups as it is vital function that needs consideration for short and long-term planning.

Page 7:
