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Description automatically generated] Option One: This is the original concept drawing. There’s not enough time to design and build Juan & Maria bespoke letterboxes, they would be very expensive.
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Description automatically generated]Option Two: Box Design in Chch, 25 boxes. Peel & stick numbers provided. Would still need a parcel box. $3,820 + GST. 
 
[image: ]Option Three: Box Design Chch, (but bank would be three high and nine wide). Peel & stick numbers provided. Would still need a parcel box. $4091.10 +GST.

Option Four: Sorry,  I’ve lost the details for the Tauranga firm but it was more expensive than Christchurch.
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Description automatically generated]Option Five: The one Sander found, the Richmond, $50 each, Mitre10 will discount to $45 for quantity of 25. $1,125.00. We would have to purchase numbers and the cheapest peel & stick, are about $2.60 each ; we need 43. Box comes with mounts. 
We could have a top row with #25 (for Body Corp and mail addressed without a unit number)  then #1–12, and a second row with #14–25. The slot for the top row could be at 1200 and the slot for second row at 900. Would still need a parcel box. $1,236.80.

Option Six: There was a lot of support for a haphazard mixture of styles/colours/materials and it would have been great fun but time constraints make it too unwieldy at this late stage.

Or a much bigger pillar box like the grey Northcote Pottery concrete, $150 – if group decides on this we can look further. Plus a separate parcel box.

[image: Sandleford Black Stainless Steel Parcel Letterbox]Option Eight: One large, all in one letter and parcel box. There are other similar boxes available, some cheaper but a newspaper slot*, plus letter and parcel security are important in whichever model we choose. This particular model is the Sandleford Black Stainless Steel Parcel Letterbox, (I/N: 3210388, 500 W, 1180 H, 374 L [what I’d call deep]), has a secure parcel ‘intake’ slot which works on same principle as charity clothing bins, costs $500 at Bunnings and will take 7–14 days to deliver.  


*Note: I am personally keen to have a letter box with a newspaper slot and for the BC to have an ODT subscription, to encourage people to spend time in the commonhouse.

Considerations: 
If we choose to share a letter box we need to remember it will require:
• someone to be responsible for collecting each day’s mail, 
• a system in the office for people to collect it,
• both security and privacy could be an issue,
However:
• Having to go into the commonhouse to collect mail will encourage interaction., 
• letterboxes seem to be becoming redundant (I seldom get more than one letter a week), 
• conversely parcel reception is increasingly important, 
• if we buy a single letter and parcel box we could use left-over funds from allocated budget to contract with a graphic artist (or Juan and Maria!) to paint our name and number on the fence


I recommend Option Eight (shared, all in one, letter and parcel box).
If people want separate boxes then I suggest we go for Option Five (25 x black Richmond boxes). 


I am out of town from 23 Feb till 6 March so am unable to do any more on this. Could somebody who is at the meeting organise purchase of the chosen letter box(es) please? (You will need to go to Mitre10 to get the discount if Option Five (Richmond ) is chosen and to Bunnings for Option Eight (Sandleford), as it is not a ‘click & collect’ item, but must be ordered.
